CCAA Coaching Development Program Application Form


CCAA Female Student Athlete Coaching Professional Development Program


This is a professional development funding program for CCAA female student athletes, participating in a CCAA sport in their graduating year at a CCAA institution. The objective is to financially assist potential CCAA female apprentice coaches in their training and development so that they can become an experienced and qualified coach.  This program is a precursor to the Female Apprentice Coach Program, which is aimed at targeting graduating female student-athletes and creating a new coaching position, the apprentice coach.  

Eligibility
The funding provided to a female student-athlete who meets the following criteria:

1. playing in her graduating year

2. in a CCAA sport

3. in a CCAA institution

4. is enrolling in a professional development opportunity related to coaching

5. is intending to apply for an apprentice coach position through the CCAA Female Apprentice Coach Program in the following year

Professional Development 
Professional development opportunities may vary, but some of the more obvious educational formats would be

1.       NCCP certification 

2.       Sport-specific professional development coaching activities at local, provincial or national levels

Grants for a professional development opportunity will be up to $250
Application
Step One
In order to ensure support within Athletic Departments of applications for the funding; all applications must be supported and signed by the Athletic Director or designate at the institution before submissions go forward to the CCAA Female Coach Program Committee for deliberation (Part 1 of Application).

Step Two
Submit the electronic application indicating i) name of the student-athlete coach, CCAA affiliation, CC# if applicable, and ii) details of the professional development opportunity [objective, activities to be undertaken (including dates, location, duration], and budget (Part 2 & 3 of application). Approval, Implementation, and Reporting
Applications will go to the CCAA Female Coach Program Committee. Financial support will then be awarded to the successful candidates. At the completion of the Program the recipients will submit a Final report to the CCAA National Office summarizing the opportunity. Final reports are due within 30 days of the completion of the professional development opportunity. 

Application Dates

The main Application Deadline is October 1st; however, applications can be submitted throughout the year as the Committee will be meeting via teleconference on a monthly basis.
